SYNOPTIC GOSPELS

3 A study of the life and teachings of Christ based on Matthew, Mark, and Luke. After a brief
mtroduction to the world into which Jesus was born, it provides a chronological study of His
life. Emphasis 1s given to the context of His teachings and miracles. The content 1s arranged to
help students apply the principles of the study to their own lives and to use them in their
preaching and teaching.

EFFECTIVE LEADERSHIP

3 A biblical approach to the principles of leadership. This course applies those principles in the
church setting, giving the student the practical skills needed to serve m a leadership role in the
local church.

ESCHATOLOGY: A STUDY OF THINGS TO COME

3 A biblical study of end-time events written from a Pentecostal perspective. The course studies
the Rapture, plus various views of the Tribulation and the Millennium. It provides excellent
material for teaching and preaching on the second coming of Christ.
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
