We’ve continued to be busy  

                                       laying the ground work for sustained inroads into the  

                                         Aboriginal community across Canada. 
 

                                              Our vision for reaching the over 1.4 million Aboriginal   

                                              people of Canada involves a strategy that requires  

                                               lifelong commitment (both from the giver AND the  

                                                receiver). You see, we are talking about disciple  

                                                 making. Jesus told us in Matthew 28:19 to, “…go  

                                                 and make disciples of all nations…” Now, it has  

                                                been said that, “Rome was not built in a day”. Well,  

                                               neither are disciples. And so we continue to embark  

                                             upon our mission to serve all Aboriginal people with  

                                           the purpose of preparing them for lifelong Christian  

                                        ministry and service. 
 

But it does take time, it takes diligence, perseverance and….discipline. Now, the first 

part of Hebrews 12:11 makes it quite clear that, “No discipline seems pleasant at 

the time, but painful.” And yet, this is precisely what God has called each and    

every one of us to be! 
 

You cannot be a true disciple of Christ unless you have discipline and you cannot 

have discipline unless you have been trained. And this is where Aboriginal Bible 

Academy comes into play - we assist in this process of being trained. The value is 

clearly detailed in the second half of Hebrews 12:11 where it promises the benefits 

of discipline/discipleship: “Later on however, it produces a harvest of              

righteousness and peace for those who have been trained by it.”

Some Course Synopsis 

 
ACTS: THE HOLY SPIRIT AT WORK IN BELIEVERS 
 A thorough study of the content, purposes, principles, and applications of Acts. The course 

emphasizes the role of the Holy Spirit in the early church and today. Attention is given to the 

geographical, numerical, cultural, and theological growth of the church from Jerusalem to 

Rome. The journeys of Paul are examined as the background for his epistles.  

 
LOCAL CHURCH IN EVANGELISM 
 The local church is the provenance of evangelism for reaching its community and the world. 

After a foundational, biblical theology of the Great Commission and the Holy Spirit’s role in 

evangelism, this course proposes a comprehensive and integrated approach to evangelism in 

the local church that avoids over-compartmentalizing evangelism and discipleship . 

 
CONFLICT MANAGEMENT FOR CHURCH LEADERS  
 A biblical approach to conflict resolution. This course offers a scriptural way to deal with the 

inevitable occasions when conflict arises, particularly in a church setting. It offers practical prin-

ciples for resolving the conflict in a manner that is pleasing to God. 
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
