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Way back in 1988, the shoe company, Nike launched a very
successful advertising campaign where they coined the slogan,
“lust Do It”. Even after all this time (almost 30 years later) it
still appears in some of their marketing. There is a very

specific reason why that is.....it's been extremely
successful! In the first 10 yrs of when that campaign
launched, Nike’s shoe market share in North American
grew from 8% to 43% (An increase of $8.3 Billion in
worldwide revenue).

Why was it so successful? It motivated people to
shake off the excuses for not being active. By
surrounding that one simple slogan with a “you can
do it” atmosphere, Nike was able to inspire an ethos,
a culture, a process of collective thought within like-
minded individuals that resonated the mantra, “No
more excuses!”
